Logically, we should be running away from
things that cause fear. But horror movies attract a lot of people.
There are different reasons why people like scary movies. A study found that people who like horror movies tend to en-
joy feeling really intense emotions like fear. When you're scared, your brain's immediate response 1s to fight or run away.
